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PRAYING THE LORD’S PRAYER - I 
This Sunday is Rogation Sunday – the 
Sunday of Asking, the Sunday of 
Prayer, and by ancient custom Monday, 
Tuesday, and Wednesday before 
Ascension Day are days of rogation, 
kept with litanies and prayers for the 
fruits of the earth and the gifts of the 
Spirit. An explanation of the Lord’s 
Prayer is therefore timely.     
Teach us to pray. The Lord’s Prayer 
originates in the request of the disciples 
(Luke 11:1). They recognized their need 
for instruction and training in prayer.   
His response sums up the Gospel, the 
wonder of Man taken up into God by the 
mediation of the incarnate Son, and 
converts it into prayer. God’s word to 
man becomes man’s word to God, as we 
make the priorities of the Son our own.  
Our Father who art in heaven. In 
virtue of Christ’s finished work of 
atonement, man’s return to God is 
complete: in Christ, we have entered 
heaven, and we are bold to call upon 

God as our Father. He is our Father, 
because by the gift of divine Sonship God 
has made himself ours; he is our Father, 
because in Christ he makes himself ours in 
mercy and loving-kindness; he is our 
Father in heaven, because his love for us, 
and good will toward us, is changelessly 
perfect, infinite in wisdom, power, and 
goodness. In the sure knowledge of his 
good will toward us, we are not fools to 
turn to him as Father in unreserved faith 
and trust: but we can only claim him as our 
Father from within the unity of Christ’s 
body: we cannot come to God alone, but 
only in and with the fellowship of 
believers. All Christian prayer is common 
prayer: the gifts we seek for ourselves, we 
seek for all.   GGD
